His minister to your church. | have been blessed by your love for
me and my family over the last twelve years. | have been blessed
by your support of me and my family as we have been down some
very difficult roads with the loss of loved ones so dear to us. We
have been blessed by the many leaders who worked with us
during our time here. And we have been blessed to be able to call
you our friends. These will remain with us always.

I know that as you have loved and supported us, you will do the
same for the minister who comes after me. You have heard me
say often that “ministers are only temporary stewards of Christ’s
church, the church that you call home.” The truth is that we are all
temporary stewards of Christ’s church here on earth. There will
come a time when each of us will turn leadership over to someone
else.

This has been a difficult decision for myself and the whole family,
but we are all in agreement that it is the right decision for
everyone.
